Applying Digital Manufacturing to the Assembly Process
Brian Shay
Siemens

Brian Shay has over 20 years experience in the automotive industry, starting as an onsite
CAD/CAM programmer at Chrysler. He worked for Silicon Graphics providing hardware
solutions to automotive OEM s and their supply chain and now for Siemens PLM providing
Tecnomatix Digital Manufacturing application solutions to the automotive industry to
improve their manufacturing efficiency. He has been a member of the Detroit SME chapter
for over 10 years and has a BA from Wayne State University in Detroit and a MBA from
Eastern Michigan.

Digital Manufacturing (DM) applies tools and management to the development of
manufacturing processes in a way similar to techniques proven in product design with CAD,
analysis, and data management. Digital Manufacturing creates a virtual environment for a
work cell, part or all of a production area, or a complete factory, speeding the development
of manufacturing processes and saving time and money through the reuse of best
processes and the application of changes due to product configuration changes.

In Brian's presentation, he will focus on applying DM to assembly processes such as in
automotive sub-assemblies and final assembly, with a description of how different groups in
manufacturing process development and documentation can work together through Digital
Manufacturing. There will be some software demonstrations showing how manufacturing
engineers and process designers typically work in this environment.
