On October 8th, 2008, Bud Childs led a presentation and plant tour of
PrintWorks. He discussed the overall operation of how Printworks
design, prints, and prepares the likes of posters and ad-mail for distri-
bution. The guided plant tour showcased the entire operation from
preparation of the print plates, to choosing from a 1000 plus different
types of paper, and ending with observing the operation of the printing
presses. Attendees learned of such operational facts that the print
press can roll paper for printing at a top speed of 22 km/h. And even
at this speed, the overlaying pixels of ink can be applied in relation to
each other within one half of 1/1000th of an inch.
